Script: Preparing the respondent for the interview 
This may be the first time some of you have been interviewed.  Let me read a paragraph that tells a little bit about how it works.  I will read this same paragraph at every interview.

This model has been used across the country with communities wishing to address some of the issues they see and would like to change.  The only people who will see your responses are the transcriptionist and the scorers.  Your name will not be used and when the scores are presented to be discussed, they will be anonymous. I cannot agree or disagree with anything you say.  Please do not use anything I may say or gesture to influence your answers.
